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I was raised in a good Christian home, but despite the fact that I had a well-
adjusted family life I began using drugs in high school. By the time I was in my mid-
twenties, my life had spiraled out of control. My addiction cost me everything 
including my marriage and many of my friendships.  
 
In 2015, after a number of unsuccessful stays in various rehabs, I decided to try U-
Turn for Christ. During that time I rededicated my life to the Lord and began to 
develop strong and healthy relationships with people who genuinely cared about 
me. Many of those relationships remain vital to my recovery today. 
 
When I left the program in late 2015, I stayed strong for a little while but slowly 
began to drift off the path once again. Eventually I realized that I needed to come 
back to U-Turn, and in early 2017 I entered into Phase One again. This time I plan to 
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
